SPECIAL EQUIPMENT: 


It is important to make special note of the solar nature of this house. It is designed to qualify for all three segments of Federal and North Carolina renewable energy Income Tax Credits: 1) PV electric power systems; 2) solar hot water collection systems; and 3) passive solar design.


Federal solar tax incentives enacted in the Energy Policy Act of 2005 allow homeowners a tax credit of 30% for qualifying solar electric (PV) or solar water heating expenditures, up to a maximum of $2,000 per technology. For businesses, the investment tax credit is increased from 10% to 30% of qualified solar property expenditures, with no cap on the credit amount. These incentives apply to equipment placed in service during 2006-2007.


This house will come with a 1920 watt PV solar electric power system. BP Solar (British Petroleum) panels or equivalent. Inverter  by Trace  #SW 4048 or equivalent.  The system will have the capability of supplying utility grade current to the grid, supplying utility grade current to the “emergency” sub panel, and managing the integral 5000 watt battery powered back-up power system. The system is fully automated.  This system will enable the homebuyer to participate in the NC Green Power program, and realize approximately $600 of revenue from selling the PV generated power into the power grid. During times when the utility power grid is not functioning, the system automatically switches over to the battery powered backup power source to keep critical functions, such as well, refrigerator, lighting, and gas furnace operational. The installed cost of this system will be approximately $18,000. The NC Energy Income Tax Credit of 35%, as applied to this segment,  generates a credit for the home buyer of  $6,300.00


The house will contain a Solargenix CPC 2000 hot water heating system. It is capable of providing approximately 80% of the annual hot water heating requirements for the house. The Solargenix system couples with a standard electric hot water heater. This solar hot water collection system is self-contained, and thus places no additional demands upon the solar power system in the house, and uses stock componentry inside the house. There are two roof mounted, integrated collector panels, and one small PV power panel. The installed cost of this system will be approximately $3,500.00. The NC Energy Income Tax Credit of 35%, as applied to this segment, generates a credit for the homebuyer of  $1,225.00.


The house incorporates solar tempered design, as defined by the NC Solar Income Tax credit language. The design satisfies the criteria for: 1) the ratio of south facing glazing relative to the living space floor; 2) properly sized overhangs; 3) open space design; and 4) and proper site orientation. The NC Energy Income Tax Credit allows for a maximum credit, related to design, of $3,500.00.


Furthermore, the house will participate in the Energy Star program, as designed and directed by the U.S. Department of Energy.  This high performance, energy efficiency building program is supported and recognized by Progress Energy Corporation, who will provide the electrical service for the homes at Bingham Ridge.  There are participation fees of approximately $750.00 to enroll in the Energy Star program, and additional construction related costs of approximately $5,500.00. These costs are not currently applicable to the N.C. Renewable Energy Income Tax Credit.  Statistics support that building to the specifications of this program and offering the enhanced energy features to the buyer adds value for both the buyer and the lender.
